2024 when we returned to Brazil, 

the new couple came to visit us.  

We shared the gospel with the young man and he also prayed to receive Christ.  They are close to the 

pastor and the church leaders and we are helping to disciple them to grow in their faith and in the 

knowledge of Christ.  This is an incredible development that has brought a bright light into the life of 

this couple, the church members and the city. Praise God for transformed lives. 

 

THE POWER OF SALVATION 

The elders of the body of Christ Brazil 

are setting examples for the youth to fol-

low.   This team of  eight seasoned 

church leaders are planning to go to 

North Africa for an impactful outreach 

later this year.  It is the first of its kind 

for Alabaster Project.  They are coming 

to share Christ and to help construct a 

story building that will house Alabaster 

staff and visiting short term mission 

teams. They will also train local engi-

neers modern ways of construction.  

These men are leaders in their churches 

and have a heart to share the love of God 

through their  professions.  We have had 

fellowship with them for years and we 

are very excited to have them come to 

serve with us in the Sahara Desert.

The eternal truth of 

the word of God is now available to all who desire to know God 

and His word.  Illiteracy is no longer a barrier to salvation and dis-

cipleship. All that is needed is the light from the sun to charge solar

-electronic listening devices, and we have more than enough sun-

shine. Illiterates are hearing the word of God in their native lan-

guages and growing in faith and wisdom in Christ Jesus. 

This is the “core group” of the 

discipleship program in Chad. 

This group is comprised of disci-

ples from Ghana and Chad.  By 

the grace of God these young dis-

ciples have become a family who 

seeks after God to do His will 

and to make Him known in their 

community.  Our prayer is that 

this group will grow and multiply 

to fill the Sahara Desert, North 

Africa with disciples of Jesus 

Christ as it was in the first centu-

ry of the church.
